East Central Regional Hospital (ECRH) is part of the State of Georgia Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities regional hospital system.  It is the second largest of seven hospitals which are geographically located to serve the diverse metropolitan and rural population of the state.  East Central is composed of two campuses located at 3405 Mike Padgett Highway, Augusta, Georgia and 100 Myrtle Boulevard, Gracewood, Georgia. 

The Augusta campus provides care for adults with psychiatric and substance abuse issues. The campus includes: 

· an emergency receiving and evaluation area that receives involuntary referrals from hospitals and clinics across a 33 county area of East Central Georgia 

· a 10-bed temporary observation area designed for short term observation of persons who warrant a period of continued evaluation but do not meet for hospitalization 

· 60-bed acute psychiatric unit designed for short-term stabilization (7-10 days) 

· 30-bed long-term unit for persons with treatment refractory mental illness 

· 60-bed forensic unit which provides pretrial evaluations, treatment and competency restoration of persons adjudicated Incompetent to Stand Trial or Not Guilty by Reason of Insanity.  The forensic service also provides outpatient competency to stand trial and criminal responsibility evaluation for the superior court of Georgia. 

· 11-bed Step-Down Forensic Unit to aid in transitioning of consumers. 

Treatment planning involves the disciplines of Psychiatry, Psychology, Social Work, Nursing, and Activity Therapy. 

The partnership between the Georgia Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities and Georgia Health Sciences will continue to fulfill its three-part mission to provide excellent clinical care, innovative educational methods and an opportunity to lead in research and development with the opening of the Dedicated Educational Unit at East Central Regional Hospital.
